Homework

The children will be provided with reading, Spelling Shed and TT

Takeaway Homework

This term, the Takeaway homework is based on learning across all
subject areas that will take place this term. Please choose a task that
interests you to share at the end of term.

Spellings

Spellings will continue to be set on Spelling Shed. On a Monday,
children will be set 10 spellings and on a Friday, they will be tested in
school. The children’s score will be written into the back of their
reading diaries weekly. Children will have time to practise on Spelling
Shed in school but please allow time at home too.

Reading
Books are changed as and when necessary. Please ensure your child

brings their reading record to school on their reading day (indicated
inside the front cover), detailing the reading they have done during the
week. Reading records will be checked weekly. It is important that
children read to an adult on a reqular basis, so please allow time to
hear your child read at home and record this in their reading record. If
your child has read their own books at home, please record this in the
back of their reading records.




English
